Marjaree Mason Center Appoints Nicole DiBuduo Linder as New Executive Director 

Linder will oversee and grow agency operations, develop fiscal management, and support  
the agency’s mission and strategic goals. 

 
Fresno CA (September 1, 2016) – The Marjaree Mason Center Board of Directors announced today that Nicole 
DiBuduo Linder will join the agency to fulfill the role of Executive Director.

Prior to her role at Valley Children’s Healthcare, Linder served Fresno Pacific University for eleven years in 
various director level positions within fund development. She holds a Bachelor of Arts in Mass Communication 
and Journalism from California State University, Fresno.
